2.01 This is a collective bargaining agreement between the Union and the Employer.  26 
 27 
2.02 Duration 28 
 29 

2.02.01  This Agreement shall be effective as of July 1, 2007, except as noted under specific 30 
provisions of this agreement, and shall remain in full force and effect through June 31 
30, 2009.  This Agreement shall automatically be renewed from year to year 32 
thereafter unless either party gives to the other party written notice of desire to 33 
modify, alter or amend the Agreement.  Written notice of such desire must be 34 
given to the other party not later than December 15th of the last contract year that 35 
the agreement is in force.  In the event such notice is served, the parties shall 36 
operate under the terms and provisions of this contract until a new contract is 37 
entered into. 38 

 39 
2.03 Severability 40

2.03.01  If an Article or Section of this Agreement shall be held invalid by a court of 42 
competent jurisdiction or if compliance with or enforcement of any Article or 43 
Section should be restrained by a court, the remainder of this Agreement shall not 44 
be affected thereby, and the parties shall enter into collective bargaining for the 45 
purpose of arriving at a mutually satisfactory replacement for such Article or 46

managerial, confidential employees and all other employees, Decision No. 27988-A, Dated 4 
April 25, 1994 5

3.02 pursuant to WERC certification as stated.  The scope of the bargaining unit is subject to 7 

determination by the WERC.  This provision is set forth to describe the bargaining 8 
representative and the bargaining units covered by the terms of this Agreement. 9

4.0 Management Rights 11 
 12 
4.01 Except as otherwise specially provided or limited by the express provisions of this 13 

Agreement, the Employer retains and reserves unto itself, without limitations, all powers, 14 
rights, authority, duties and responsibilities conferred upon and vested in it by law. 15

4.02 The foregoing reservations of rights includes, but is not limited to the right: 17

4.02.01 --to direct all operations of the school system; 19

4.02.02 --to hire; 21

4.02.03 --to introduce new or improved methods; 23

4.02.04 --to maintain the efficiency of the school district operations. 25

4.02.05 --to establish reasonable work rules and schedules of work; 27 
 28 
4.02.06 --to promote, transfer, assign and supervise employees on positions within the 29 

school system; 30 
 31 

4.02.07 --to suspend, discipline or discharge employees consistent with other provisions 32 
of this agreement; 33 

 34 
4.02.08 --to layoff employees; 35 

 36 
4.02.09 --to take action necessary to comply with state or federal law; 37 

 38 
4.02.10 --to determine the methods, means and personnel by which the school system 39 

operations are to be conducted. 40 
 41 

4.02.11 --to take action necessary to carry out the functions of the school system in 42 
emergency situations. 43 

 44 
4.02.12 --to contract out for goods or services provided that such contracting shall not 45 

cause a reduction in the wages, hours, or conditions of employment of any 46 
bargaining unit employee during the duration of this collective bargaining 47 
agreement. 48 

 49 
4.03 The exercise of the foregoing powers, rights and responsibilities by the Employer, the 50 

adoption of policies, rules, regulations and practices in furtherance thereof, and the use of 51 
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judgement and discretion in connection therewith, shall be limited only by the specific 1 
and express terms of this Agreement. 2

5.0 Union Rights 4

5.01 Representation 6 
 7 

5.01.01 The Union may designate negotiating committee members, Unit Vice President 8 
and stewards.  The names and addresses of such representatives shall be furnished 9 
to the Employer by the Union.  Whenever notice to the Union is required by this 10 
Agreement, notice shall be given to the Unit Vice-President and to the Staff 11 
Representative. 12

5.02 Union Conference and Conventions  14

5.02.01 Unit employees selected by the Union shall be granted leave without pay to 16 

participate in Union-called state or national conferences, conventions or 17

5.02.01 B Such leave without pay shall not exceed a total of ten (10) working days 23 
per calendar year per unit whether taken by one (1) or more employees, 24 
with a maximum of two (2) employees per day per unit.  An Employee 25 
selected and named by the Union under this provision may, at the 26 
Employee's option, choose to use available vacation. 27

5.03.02 D District supplies, materials and services which will incur a direct cost to 46 
the Employer shall not be used for Unit activities unless expressly 47 
authorized and will be fully reimbursable to the Employer. 48

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5.04.01 The Employer shall provide bulletin board space and allow the Union use thereof.  1 
All notices shall be posted by an authorized designated Union representative. 2

5.05 Dues Deduction and Fair Share  4

5.05.01 Checkoff : 6 
 7 
 The Employer agrees to deduct Union membership dues from the pay of those 8 
 employees who individually request, in writing, that such deductions be made. 9

  The amounts to be deducted shall be certified to the Employer by the Union and 11 

the aggregated deduction of all employees shall be remitted to the Treasurer of the 12 
Local within 14 days of payroll date whenever possible. 13

5.05.02 Fair Share Agreement  15

The Union as exclusive bargaining representative of all the employees in the 17 
bargaining unit, will represent all such employees fairly and equally.  All 18 
employees in the collective bargaining unit are required to pay their proportionate 19 
share of the cost of the collective bargaining process and contract administration 20 
as certified by the Union.  No employee shall be required to join the Union, but 21 
membership shall be available to all employees who apply. (Note: only those who 22 
choose to join shall have a voice in Union and contract administration 23 
determinations)  24

5.05.03 Fair Share Deductions: 26 

 27 
   The Employer agrees to deduct fair share costs as certified by the Union under the 28 

fair share agreement above and as allowed by law.  The Union will provide 29 
changes in the amount of dues to be deducted thirty (30) days before the effective 30 
date of the change.  The Union shall provide the employees of the bargaining unit 31 
a mechanism for resolving disputes regarding whether expenditures by the Union 32 
are related to collective bargaining or contract administration. 33

5.05.04 Deduction List 36 
  The Employer will provide the Union with a list of employees from whom the 37 

above deductions are made with each remittance to the Union. 38

5.05.05  Legal Requirements: 40 
  The Union agrees that it will abide by state and federal laws and decisions of state 41 

and federal courts and the Wisconsin Employment Relations Commission 42 
decisions relating to fair share.  The Union shall save, indemnify, and hold 43 
harmless, the Employer from any and all claims arising out of the Employer's 44 
compliance with the provisions of fair share.  In no case will the Employer be 45 
liable for any greater amount than the deductions made or not made for dues. 46

6.01 Duties, Assignment, Work Day, Work Week and Hours 50

10.02.03 Any employee subsequently affected by bumping shall have the right to a position 5 

of equal or fewer hours for which they are qualified that is held by an employee 6 
with less seniority in an equally or lower paid classification. 7

10.02.04 The Employer will notify the employee of the layoff and of the employee's 9 

reemployment rights (recall) in writing thirty (30) calendar days in advance. 10 
 11 
10.03 Recall 12 
 13 

10.03.01 The Employer shall maintain a re-employment list of such laid-off employees.  14 
Such list shall be in the order of the employees' seniority at the time of the lay-off 15 
with the most senior beginning first on the list.  Employees on the re-employment 16 
list shall maintain seniority and recall rights for twenty-four (24) months from 17 
date of lay-off. 18 

 19 
10.03.02 When a position is made available and laid off employees have recall rights, the 20 

laid off employee having the greatest seniority shall be recalled first provided that 21 
employee is qualified for the position. 22 

    23 
10.03.03 The Employer shall mail the recall notice by certified mail to the employee's last 24 

known address.  The notice of recall shall advise the employee of the time and the 25 
place that the employee should report for duty. 26 
 27 

10.03.03 A It shall be the Employee's responsibility to keep the Employer informed as 28 
to the employee's current address. 29 

 30 
10.03.03 B The employee will notify the Employer within five (5) calendar days from 31 

the date the notice was received of their intent to accept or reject the 32 
recall.  Failure to report at the agreed time and place will void the recall 33 
and all employment rights of the recalled employee. 34

 10.03.03 C Reemployment rights for an employee laid off under this section shall 36 

terminate twenty-four (24) months following the effective date of the 37 
layoff.  If an employee refuses to accept a position offered by the 38 
employer the employee loses all rights to recall.  However, an employee 39 
may reject a position in which the percentage of employment is twenty 40 
five percent (25%) less than their position at the time of layoff and not 41 
lose recall rights.

11.01.01 Leaves of absence involving a serious health condition of the employee or the 48 
employee's parent, child or spouse, as well as leaves attendant to the birth, 49 
adoption or foster care placement of a child, shall be granted consistent with the 50 
applicable provisions of state and federal Family and Medical Leave Act (FMLA) 51 
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laws for employees who qualify for coverage under such laws.  The Employer 1 
will use the calendar year for state and federal FMLA leave purposes. 2

 11.01.02 Attached as Appendix A to this Agreement is the United States Department of 4 

 Labor Fact Sheet which summarizes employees' rights under the federal FMLA. 5

Family and Medical Leave laws to the extent that the provided benefits are more 10 
generous to employees than those laws.

11.03.02 Additional general leave shall be granted on the basis of 1 hour for every 20 hours 29 

of extended employment including summer school.  Additional general leave will  30 
be calculated at the end of each fiscal year and will be reflected on the employee's 31 
pay record. 32

11.03.03 General leave will be allowed unlimited accumulation year-to-year. 34 

 35 
11.03.04 General leave will be recorded and taken in no less than one (1) hour increments. 36 

   37 
11.03.05 General leave will be allowed for: 38

 11.03.05 A Illness of the employee 40 

 41 
Employees shall seek medical attention and provide a physician’s 42 
statement to the Employer in the event that an illness lasts longer than five 43 
(5) consecutive working days. 44 

 45 
 Disability due to pregnancy and/or child bearing is considered an illness. 46 

  47 
11.03.05 B Serious illness or injury to the employee’s immediate family. Immediate 48 

family means spouse, children, parents, grandparents, foster parents, 49 
brothers, sisters, stepchildren, grandchildren and other relatives of the 50 
employee or the employee’s spouse living in the employee’s household. 51 
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 1 
 11.03.05 C Death of a member of the employee’s immediate family. 2 
 3 
 11.03.05 D Court appearances, legislative hearings, Income tax audit or any similar 4 

personal business which can only be conducted during work hours. 5 
 6 

11.03.05 E Leave other than for circumstances listed in a-d above may be granted by the 7 
District Level Administrator. 8 

 9 
 11.03.05 F All absences under general leave shall be deducted from accumulated leave 10 

benefits. 11 
 12 

11.03.06 An employee who leaves with ten or more years of employment shall be reimbursed 13 
at the rate of one (1) day for every five (5) days of accrued unused general leave 14 
according to his/her rate of pay at the time he/she leaves. 15 
 16 

11.03.07 If there is a death while employed with the District, any amount under this provision 17 
will be paid the employee’s estate. 18 

 19 
11.04 Leaves of Absence 20

11.04.01 Employees may be granted a leave of absence without pay for a period not to 22 
  exceed one (1) year.  Such leave is subject to the prior approval of the District 23

      11.07.01 Any employee who is requested to work by their Immediate Supervisor on these 12 

days shall accumulate a day(s) as a vacation day(s). 13

11.07.02    School Day Employees 15 
 11.07.02 A Employees who are not able or required to work these day(s) may: 16 

    1.  be paid through general leave deduction 17 
    2.  request not to be paid 18 
    3.  work the day(s) 19 

4.  be paid and required to schedule an additional non-paid work day(s)  20 
     with their Immediate Supervisor 21 
5. be provided one snow day per school year if school is cancelled. 22

11.07.03     Non-School Day Employees 24

If the other groups do not agree to move to 24 payrolls for the 2004-05 15 
school year, the food service group will agree to adjust their payroll date to ensure 16 
that the district has one consistent 24 or 26 payroll schedule.  In addition, the unit 17 
agrees that in the future, if notices of deposit are sent electronically on the payroll 18 
date that will be acceptable. 19

12.03 Call-in Pay 21

 12.03.01 Employees required to return to the work site after completion of their workday (or 23 

on a day not scheduled to work) shall receive a minimum of two (2) hour’s pay 24

for all hours worked for groups that are charged a fee for the use of the kitchen 37 
under the building use policy. 38

 12.04.03 Hours worked will not include general leave under provision 11.03.05 a-b.  Hours 40 

worked will include other General Leave 11.03.05 c-e, holidays or jury duty. 41 
 42 
 43 
12.05 Insurance 44 

 45 
12.05.01 Employees scheduled at least twenty (20) hours per week during the school year 46 

are eligible for the following with the premium contribution being prorated as the 47 
percentage of employment.  Employees who discontinue employment with the 48 
School District will be covered through the month of their last day of employment.  49 
All coverage is contingent upon the carrier’s willingness to provide said coverage. 50
