2.0 Agreement 30

2.01 This is a collective bargaining agreement between the Union and the Employer.  32 
 33 
2.02 Duration 34 
 35 

2.02.01  This Agreement shall be effective as of July 1, 2007, except as noted under specific 36 
provisions of this agreement, and shall remain in full force and effect through June 37 
30, 2009.  This Agreement shall automatically be renewed from year to year 38 
thereafter unless either party gives to the other party written notice of desire to 39 
modify, alter or amend the Agreement.  Written notice of such desire must be 40 
given to the other party not later than December 15th of the last contract year that 41 
the agreement is in force.  In the event such notice is served, the parties shall 42 
operate under the terms and provisions of this contract until a new contract is 43 
entered into. 44

2.03 Severability 46

2.03.01  If an Article or Section of this Agreement shall be held invalid by a court of 48

Dated 31 October 1994 amended 24 November 1995, Decision   No. 28179-B 10

3.02 pursuant to WERC certification as stated.  The scope of the bargaining unit is subject to 12 

determination by the WERC.  This provision is set forth to describe the bargaining 13 
representative and the bargaining units covered by the terms of this Agreement. 14 

 15 
4.0 Management Rights 16 
 17 
4.01 Except as otherwise specially provided or limited by the express provisions of this 18 

Agreement, the Employer retains and reserves unto itself, without limitations, all powers, 19 
rights, authority, duties and responsibilities conferred upon and vested in it by law. 20 

 21 
4.02 The foregoing reservations of rights includes, but is not limited to the right: 22 
 23 

4.02.01 --to direct all operations of the school system; 24 
 25 

4.02.02 --to hire; 26 
 27 
4.02.03 --to introduce new or improved methods; 28 
 29 
4.02.04 --to maintain the efficiency of the school district operations. 30 
 31 
4.02.05 --to establish reasonable work rules and schedules of work; 32 
 33 
4.02.06 --to promote, transfer, assign and supervise employees on positions within the 34 

school system; 35 
 36 

4.02.07 --to suspend, discipline or discharge employees consistent with other provisions 37 
of this agreement; 38 

 39 
4.02.08 --to layoff employees; 40 

 41 
4.02.09 --to take action necessary to comply with state or federal law; 42 

 43 
4.02.10 --to determine the methods, means and personnel by which the school system 44 

operations are to be conducted. 45 
 46 

4.02.11 --to take action necessary to carry out the functions of the school system in 47 
emergency situations. 48 

 49 
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4.02.12 --to contract out for services provided the Union receives advance written notice 1 
of such proposed action if it affects unit employees’ wages, hours, and conditions 2 
of employment.  The Employer agrees to bargain the impact of such contracting. 3 

 4 
4.03 The exercise of the foregoing powers, rights and responsibilities by the Employer, the 5 

adoption of policies, rules, regulations and practices in furtherance thereof, and the use of 6 
judgment and discretion in connection therewith, shall be limited only by the specific and 7 
express terms of this Agreement. 8

5.0 Union Rights 10 
 11 
5.01 Representation 12 
 13 

5.01.01 The Union may designate negotiating committee members, Unit Vice President 14 
and stewards.  The names and addresses of such representatives shall be furnished 15 
to the Employer by the Union.  Whenever notice to the Union is required by this 16 
Agreement, notice shall be given to the Unit Vice-President and to the Staff 17 
Representative. 18

5.02 Union Conference and Conventions  20

5.02.01 Unit employees selected by the Union shall be granted leave without pay to 22 

participate in Union-called state or national conferences, conventions or 23

5.02.01 A The Union shall give the Employer at least five (5) day advance written 26 

notice naming such employees;  27

5.02.01 B Such leave without pay shall not exceed a total of ten (10) working days 29 
per calendar year per unit whether taken by one (1) or more employees, 30 
with a maximum of two (2) employees per day per unit.  An Employee 31 
selected and named by the Union under this provision may, at the 32 
Employee's option, choose to use available vacation. 33

5.02.01 C Leave for Union Vice President 35

The District shall permit, when possible, the Local 60 Vice-President (or 37 
his/her representative) upon request to the District Level Administrator, 38 
professional leave to conduct Local 60 business directly related to the 39 
Association’s responsibilities and functions as the exclusive collective 40 
bargaining representative, not to exceed two (2) days, or sixteen (16) 41 
hours per year in total.  Such leave shall not be deducted from the 42 
individual’s personal general leave account.

5.03.01 Union meetings shall not be held on the Employer's time. 6

5.03.02 Union officers and stewards shall conduct Union business off the job as much as is 8 
reasonably possible.  This provision shall not, however, preclude Union officers and 9 
stewards from engaging in the following activities during regular working hours, 10 
except during times that would effect the welfare and safety of the student 11 
population, without loss of regular wages: 12

 5.03.02 A Posting Union notices; 14

5.03.02 B Meeting with aggrieved employee(s) for the purpose of investigating and 16 

processing grievances; 17 
5.03.02 C Meeting with Staff Representatives for reasonable periods of time for the 18 

purpose of discussing grievances or contract administration; 19 
 20 

5.03.02 D District supplies, materials and services which will incur a direct cost to 21 
the Employer shall not be used for Unit activities unless expressly 22 
authorized and will be fully reimbursable to the Employer. 23 

   24 
5.04 Bulletin Boards  25 
 26 

5.04.01 The Employer shall provide bulletin board space and allow the Union use thereof.  27 
All notices shall be posted by an authorized designated Union representative. 28 

 29 
5.05 Dues Deduction and Fair Share  30 
 31 

5.05.01 Checkoff : 32 
 33 
  The Employer agrees to deduct Union membership dues from the pay of all 34 

employees.  35 
 36 
  The amounts to be deducted shall be certified to the Employer by the Union and 37 

the aggregated deduction of all employees shall be remitted to the Treasurer of the 38 
Local within 14 days of payroll date whenever possible. 39 

 40 
5.05.02 Fair Share Agreement  41 

  42 
The Union as exclusive bargaining representative of all the employees in the 43 
bargaining unit, will represent all such employees fairly and equally.  All 44 
employees in the collective bargaining unit are required to pay their proportionate 45 
share of the cost of the collective bargaining process and contract administration 46 
as certified by the Union.  No employee shall be required to join the Union, but 47 
membership shall be available to all employees who apply. (Note: only those who 48

  The Union agrees that it will abide by state and federal laws and decisions of state 15 
and federal courts and the Wisconsin Employment Relations Commission 16 
decisions relating to fair share.  The Union shall save, indemnify, and hold 17 
harmless, the Employer from any and all claims arising out of the Employer's 18 
compliance with the provisions of fair share.  In no case will the Employer be 19 
liable for any greater amount than the deductions made or not made for dues. 20

6.01 Duties, Assignment, Work Day, Work Week and Hours 24

6.01.01 Duties 26 
All employees are expected to perform the duties outlined in their respective 27 
position descriptions and task lists. 28

6.01.02 Assignment 30 

 Changes in an employee's position of responsibility within the building (within 31 
the classification) shall be made only after personal notification by the Immediate 32 
Supervisor. 33

6.01.02 A Employees who desire a change in assignment within the building may 35 

file a written statement of request with the Immediate Supervisor. 36 
 37 
6.01.02 B Employees who are reassigned within the building shall retain their 38 

employment rights including current number of hours. 39 
 40 

6.01.03 Work Day 41 
The standard work day for all regular full-time employees shall be eight (8) hours, 42 
except for weekend employees. 43 

 44 
6.01.04 Work Week 45 

The standard work week for all regular full-time employees shall be forty (40) 46 
hours Monday through Friday, except for weekend employees. 47 
 48 

6.01.05 Work Hours 49 
Employees are expected to work scheduled hours as assigned and will be paid for 50 
all hours scheduled and worked or on approved paid leave. 51 
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 1 
6.01.05 A  The standard work day or work week of one or more Employees may be 2 

modified by mutual agreement of the Union and Employer. 3 
    4 

6.01.05 B  Modification of an individual Employee's daily or weekly work schedule 5 
shall be agreed upon in advance by the Immediate Supervisor and the 6 
Employee.  7 

   8 
6.02 Lunch Period 9 
 10 

6.02.01 An unpaid 30 minute duty-free lunch period for each employee scheduled to work 11 
six (6) hours or more per day shall be set by the Immediate Supervisor.  Duty free 12 
will mean that an employee has an uninterrupted lunch period where none of their 13 
normal responsibilities can be required by Administration or any other school 14 
functionary.  All time worked in the above capacity will be considered as time to 15 
be paid.  Duty free lunch breaks that occur within the school building will be 16 
taken within the staff break rooms of the employee’s building or in another area 17 
designated by the building administrator. 18

6.02.02 Employees required to work as requested by their Immediate Supervisor will be 20 

paid for such time worked. 21

6.03 Employment/Employee Physical  23 
 24 

6.03.01 Upon initial employment, an employee must present a statement from a licensed 25 
physician indicating freedom from contagious or disabling illness.  This will 26 
include a tuberculin test or chest x-ray. 27

6.03.02 The cost of required health examinations shall be borne by the Employer. 29 

    30 
6.04 Professional Licenses/Certifications 31 

Fees for those employees requiring certification or professional licenses/certifications 32 
will be paid by the Employer. 33 

  34 
6.05 Travel Reimbursement  35 
 As per district Travel Policy 36 
 37 
6.06 Evaluations  38 
 39 

6.06.01 The purpose of evaluations is to provide opportunities for employee improvement 40 
and for improvement of the work environment; to evaluate efficiency and 41 
appropriate job assignments and to allow for communication about the position, 42 
the work team and the performance expectations. 43 

 44 
6.06.02 Evaluations shall be conducted by the Immediate Supervisor in consultation with 45 

the Employee’s Direct Supervisor. 46 
 47 

6.06.03 New Employee Evaluation – A new Employee is to have an informal discussion 48 
midway through the employee’s probationary period.  There shall be a formal 49 
written evaluation prior to the end of the employee’s probationary period. 50 

 51 
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6.06.04 Summative Evaluation – The Employee and Immediate Supervisor will state in 1 
writing at the end of the probationary period how and when evaluations will be 2 
handled from that point on.  A formal evaluation can be requested by the 3 
Employee or Immediate Supervisor at any time.   4 
 5 

 6 
6.07 Personnel File 7 
 8 

6.07.01 The personnel file contains information regarding evaluations and 9 
communications relating to job performance and achievements with the Oregon 10 
School District.  Personnel files are kept by the Immediate Supervisor or by the 11 
District Level Administrator in the case of district wide employees.  A location 12 
will be designated for the files of employees who are assigned to more than one 13 
building.  All information to be placed into an employee’s personnel file must be 14 
shown to the employee prior to its placement therein. 15 
 16 

6.07.02 Upon reasonable notice, employees will have the right to review all contents of 17 
their personnel file.  At that time, employees may make copies of any portion 18 
thereof. 19 
 20 

6.07.03 The employee and immediate supervisor may remove information, at least three 21 
years old, which the employee and immediate supervisor agree is derogatory and 22 
no longer pertinent to that employee’s performance and is not part of the 23 
evaluation process. 24 

 25 
6.08 Continuing Education 26 
 27 

6.08.01 Employees attending continuing education programs at the request of the 28 
Employer during or outside their regularly scheduled hours will receive their 29 
regular compensation, registration and approved expenses paid by the Employer. 30 
 31 

6.08.02 Employees may request to attend continuing education programs and if approved 32 
will be compensated and reimbursed for approved expenses as agreed upon in 33 
advance.  Requests should be addressed to the Immediate Supervisor. 34 

 35 
6.09 Employee Safety  36 
   37 
 The Employer and the Union will cooperate in the continuing objective to maintain safe 38 

and healthy working conditions and to eliminate hazards on the job.  Any employee who 39 
reasonably believes that unsafe working conditions exist such that performance or 40 
continued performance of the job would likely lead to injury or would endanger the 41 
employee's safety or health must inform his or her supervisor of the conditions believed 42 
to be unsafe and the reasons why the conditions are believed to be unsafe.  In such 43 
circumstances the employee may refrain from performing the task believed to be unsafe.  44 
However, no employee, other than communicating the facts relating to the safety of the 45 
job, shall take any steps to prevent any other employee from working on the job. 46 

 47 
6.10 In-Service Committee 48 
 49 

An advisory committee will be established to discuss the training and in-service needs of 50 
the Educational Assistants. 51 
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 1 
6.11 Health & Safety Committee 2 
 3 
 Areas of concern regarding health and safety of employees may be discussed at District  4 
 Health & Safety Committee Meetings. 5 
 6 
7.0 Probation 7 
 8 

7.01  New employees of the Educational Assistant unit shall serve a probationary 9 
period of ninety (90) work days. Such probationary period may be extended by 10 
mutual agreement between the Employer and the Union. 11 

   12 
7.02   During the probationary period, employees shall be subject to discipline or 13 

dismissal without recourse through the grievance procedure. 14 
 15 

7.03 Probationary employees shall be subject to the terms of this Agreement except as 16 
 otherwise expressly provided. 17 
 18 
8.0 Job Posting/Vacancies/Transfers 19 
  20 
8.01 Transfers  21 
 22 

8.01.01 A transfer is defined as a change in an employee’s position within the unit due to 23 
a vacancy. 24 

 25 
8.01.02 Where the interests of the Employer as determined by the District Level 26 

Administrator would be served, the Employer may involuntarily transfer an 27 
employee to a vacancy within the unit. 28 

 29 
8.01.03 Where this authority is exercised, 30 
 31 
 (1) the basis therefore will be given in writing to the Union. 32 
 33 
 (2) no less than one (1) week (seven days) advance written notice to the employee 34 

will be given of such a transfer. 35 
 36 
8.01.04 If the basis is a temporary need, 37 
 38 
 (1)  the employee has the right tot return to their previous position. 39 
 40 
 (2)   the employee has the right to be paid at their rate or at the rate for the position 41 

temporarily occupied, whichever is greater. 42 
 43 
8.01.05 Employees who are transferred shall retain their employment rights including 44 

their current number of hours. 45 
 46 
8.01.06 All employees shall be eligible to apply for summer work. 47 
 48 
8.01.07 Vacancies will be filled with the most senior non-probationary applicant provided 49 

the applicant is qualified. 50 
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 1 
8.02 Vacancy  2 
   3 

  A vacancy is an unfilled position which the Employer maintains or creates within the 4 
bargaining unit. 5 

  6 
 8.02.01  Vacancies will be filled according to the contract language prior to the first day of 7 

school.  From the first day of school through September 30th, for hours left vacant, 8 
any minor adjustments to the number of scheduled hours in a position can be 9 
made by the building principal after notice has been given via e-mail to all 10 
educational assistants in that building. 11 

 12 
 8.02.02  On October 1st each educational assistant’s hours will be locked for benefit 13 

purposes for that school year.  Benefits will remain at the 10/1 level even if the 14 
hours in a position are decreased during that school year.  If hours are added to a 15 
benefited position within  the 16 2/3% window, benefits will be adjusted 16 
accordingly.  After October 1st, posting of additional hours is necessary if: 17

8.03.03 All applications for vacancies shall be addressed to the Employee Services.  35 

   36 
8.03.04 All employees shall have the right to apply for positions for which they are 37 

qualified. 38

8.03.05 Vacancies will be filled in the order as follows: 40

 8.03.05 A Qualified person within classification with most seniority upon completion 42 
of meeting with the Informal Internal Interview Team. 43

 8.03.05 B Qualified person within unit with most seniority upon completion of 45 

meeting with the Informal Internal Interview Team. 46

8.03.05 C Qualified person within district upon completion of a Formal Interview 48 
and subject to probationary period. 49

9.0 Suspension, Discipline, Discharge 4

9.01 Nothing in this Agreement shall preclude immediate suspension of an employee by the 6 

District Level Administrator deemed necessary in the best interest of the Employer.  7 
During the period of suspension, the employee shall receive regular pay. 8

9.02 The District Level Administrator or designee may discipline, suspend without pay, or 10 

discharge a non-probationary employee for just cause. Discipline, suspensions and 11 
discharges shall be subject to review under the grievance procedures. 12

10.01.01 The Employer shall furnish an up-to-date seniority list to the Staff Representative 18 
in June of each year.

 10.01.03 C Fails to return to work upon expiration of an approved leave of  34

 10.01.03 D Is laid off for a period exceeding twenty-four (24) months; 37 

 38 
 10.01.03 E Fails, within five (5) days, to respond to recall from lay-off after written 39 

notice by certified mail is received by the employee at the last address 40 
appearing on the employee’s record. 41 

 42 
10.02 Layoff   43 

 44 
10.02.01 When the Employer determines to exercise its layoff authority, the Employer shall 45 

 decide how many positions are to be affected within each classification. 46 
 47 

10.02.02 An employee who has been laid off shall have the right to a position of equal or 48 
fewer hours for which they are qualified that is held by an employee with less 49 
seniority in an equally or lower paid classification. 50 
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 1 
10.02.03 Any employee subsequently affected by bumping shall have the right to a position 2 

of equal or fewer hours for which they are qualified that is held by an employee 3 
with less seniority in an equally or lower paid classification. 4 

 5 
 10.02.04 The Employer will notify the employee of the layoff and of the employee's 6 

reemployment rights (recall) in writing thirty (30) calendar days in advance. 7 
 8 
10.03 Recall 9 
 10 

10.03.01 The Employer shall maintain a re-employment list of such laid-off employees.  11 
Such list shall be in the order of the employees' seniority at the time of the lay-off 12 
with the most senior beginning first on the list.  Employees on the re-employment 13 
list shall maintain seniority and recall rights for twenty-four (24) months from 14 
date of lay-off. 15 

 16 
10.03.02 When a position is made available and laid off employees have recall rights, the 17 

laid off employee having the greatest seniority shall be recalled first provided that 18 
employee is qualified for the position. 19 

    20 
10.03.03 The Employer shall mail the recall notice by certified mail to the employee's last 21

13.02.04 Step 4 If the grievance is not resolved, the grievance may be appealed by the 11 

Union to arbitration. The following must be complied with: 12 
 13 

 13.02.04 A Written notice of a request for such arbitration shall be given to the 14 
District Level Administrator within fifteen (15) days of the date of the 15 
BOE's response. 16 

  17 
 13.02.04 B The matter must have been processed through the grievance procedure 18 

within the prescribed time limits. 19 
 20 

13.03 Miscellaneous 21 
 22 

13.03.01 Grievances involving the same act or same issues may be consolidated in one 23 
proceeding provided the grievances have been processed through the grievance 24 
procedure by the time an arbitrator has been selected. 25 

 26 
13.03.02 When a request has been made for arbitration the employee or the Union shall, 27 

within fifteen (15) days of the appeal, request the WERC to appoint an arbitrator 28 
from its staff.  The appointed person shall act as arbitrator. 29 

 30 
13.03.03 The arbitrator shall schedule a hearing, hear evidence and give a decision. 31 

 32 
13.03.04 It is understood that the function of this arbitrator shall be to provide a final and 33 

binding decision as to the interpretation and application of specific terms of this 34 
Agreement. The arbitrator shall not have the power, without specific written 35 
consent of the parties, to either advise on salary adjustments, except the improper 36 
application thereof, or to issue any opinions that would have the parties add to, 37 
subtract from, modify or amend any term of this Agreement. 38 

 39 
13.03.05 Each party shall bear the expenses of its representatives and witnesses.  The fees 40 

and expenses of the arbitrator shall be shared equally by the parties. 41 
 42 

13.03.06 Decisions rendered at Steps One, Two and Three of the grievance procedure will 43 
be transmitted to the grievant and the Unit Vice President. 44 

 45 
13.03.07 The forms used shall be mutually agreed upon by the Employer and the Union.  46 

Current forms shall be used until new forms are adopted. 47 
 48 

13.03.08 By mutual agreement of the parties, a transcript of all arbitration proceedings 49 
shall be taken by a court reporter and the cost of the reporter and/or transcript, if 50 
any, shall be shared by the parties. 51
