30, 20011.  This Agreement shall automatically be renewed from year to year 32 
thereafter unless either party gives to the other party written notice of desire to 33 
modify, alter or amend the Agreement.  Written notice of such desire must be 34 
given to the other party not later than December 15th of the last contract year that 35 
the agreement is in force.  In the event such notice is served, the parties shall 36 
operate under the terms and provisions of this contract until a new contract is 37 
entered into.

4.02.09 --to take action necessary to comply with state or federal law; 37

4.02.10 --to determine the methods, means and personnel by which the school system 39 

operations are to be conducted. 40

4.02.11 --to take action necessary to carry out the functions of the school system in 42 
emergency situations. 43

4.02.12 --to contract out for services provided the Union receives advance written notice 45 

such proposed action if it affects unit Employees’ wages, hours, and conditions 46 
employment.  The Employer agrees to bargain the impact of such contracting. 47

4.03 The exercise of the foregoing powers, rights and responsibilities by the Employer, the 49

The 25 
committee shall elect one member to act as chairperson. 26

will meet within ten (10) working days after receipt of the application.  33

Authorization for withdrawals from the SLB shall be made by a majority 37 
of the members present and voting. 38

12.03.02 The above provisions do not apply to those Employees who volunteer to provide 23 

building supervision to rental groups where the Employee is not required to 24 
perform bargaining unit work.

12.04.01 Employees shall receive overtime premium of time and one-half their regular rate 29 
for all hours worked over forty (40) in a week (Saturday-Friday) 30

12.05.01 Employees scheduled at least twenty (20) hours per week during the school year 40 

are eligible for the following with the premium contribution being prorated as the 41 
percentage of employment.  Employees who discontinue employment with the 42 
School District will be covered through the month of their last day of employment.  43 
All coverage is contingent upon the carrier’s willingness to provide said coverage. 44

12.05.02 Health Insurance 46

  The Employer agrees to pay 90% of the premium for a single or 90% of the 48 

premium for a family of the lowest cost health insurance plan offered by the 49

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12.05.02 A If an employee has no earnings due to absence from work (due to illness) 1 
and has used all accumulated sick leave or is on long term disability, the 2 
Employer will continue paying for insurance at the same premium level 3 
for the balance of the year (June 30).

the same health insurance benefits as full-time employees at their expense 7 
as per state or federal laws.

The Employer agrees to pay 90% of the premium for a single or 90% of the 24 
premium for a family for dental group insurance plan similar or equal to the plan 25 
in effect as of December 1, 1996. 26

12.05.05 Long Term Disability Insurance 28

   The Employer agrees to pay 100% of the cost per person per month for a long-30 

term disability insurance similar or equal to the plan in effect as of July 1, 1995. 31 
 32 

12.05.06 Advisory Insurance Committee 33 
 34 
   The Advisory Insurance Committee will meet quarterly with the District to 35 

exchange information and discuss insurance concerns. 36 
  37 

12.06 Early Retirement  38 
  39 

12.06.01 An Employee who chooses to retire from age 55 shall be reimbursed for unused 40 
sick leave according to their rate of pay in lieu of 11.04.06: 41

15 or more Years of Employment – one day for every 4 accrued days; 43 

 44 
20 or more Years of Employment – one day for every 3 accrued days. 45 

 46 
12.06.02 Employees shall be able to continue participation in the health benefit plans upon 47 

retirement at their own cost. Employees with a minimum of ten years of 48 
employment and who reaches age 55 on or before the day of retirement, will be 49 
provided full health and dental insurance benefits for up to four (4) years or to 50 
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Medicare eligible age, whichever comes first.  All coverage is contingent upon the 1 
carrier’s willingness to provide said coverage. 2

12.07.01 It is agreed by and between the Employer and the Union that the Employer shall 8

13.01.01 A grievance is defined as a complaint regarding the interpretation or application 5 

of a specific provision of this Agreement. 6

13.02 Procedure 8

 An earnest effort shall be made to settle any differences informally between the 10 

employee(s) and Immediate Supervisor.  Grievances shall be processed in the manner set 11 
forth below.  Time limits set forth shall be exclusive of Saturdays, Sundays, emergency 12 
closures, and holidays when the district office is closed.  If a grievance is not filed or 13 
appealed within the time limit stated, it will be considered resolved.  Time limits may be 14 
waived by written agreement of the parties.  All employer responses will be in writing. 15 

 16 
13.02.01 Step 1. The employee shall file the grievance in writing with the Immediate 17 

Supervisor within fifteen (15) days of the date of the event giving rise 18 
to the grievance or knowledge thereof. 19

 13.02.01 A The grievance shall include: 21

   -circumstances upon which the grievance is based 23 
   -the issue(s) involved 24 
   -provisions of the Agreement allegedly violated 25 
   -date of the event giving rise to the grievance or knowledge thereof 26

   -the aggrieved employee's signature 28

13.02.01 B  The Immediate Supervisor shall answer the grievance within ten (10) days 30 

in writing with a copy to the grievant and the Unit Vice-President. 31 
 32 

13.02.02 Step 2  If the grievance is not settled to the grievant's satisfaction at Step 1 33 
within fifteen (15) days from the date the written response was 34 
received or was due from Immediate Supervisor, the grievant or the 35 
Union may appeal the grievance in writing to the District Level 36 
Administrator.  The District Level Administrator will answer the 37 
grievance within ten (10) days of receipt of the appeal. 38 

   39 
13.02.03 Step 3  If within ten (10) days of the District Level Administrator 's receipt of 40 

the  appeal at Step 2 the grievance is not settled to the employee's 41 
satisfaction, then within fifteen (15) days from the date of receipt of 42 
the Step 2 answer the grievant or the Union may appeal the grievance 43 
in writing to the BOE.  The grievance will be answered by the BOE 44 
within thirty (30) days of receipt of the appeal. 45

13.02.04 Step 4 If the grievance is not resolved, the grievance may be appealed by the 47 

Union to arbitration. The following must be complied with: 48

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 13.02.04 A Written notice of a request for such arbitration shall be given to the 1 
District Level Administrator within fifteen (15) days of the date of the 2 
BOE's response. 3 

  4 
 13.02.04 B The matter must have been processed through the grievance procedure 5 

within the prescribed time limits. 6

13.03 Miscellaneous 8 
 9 

13.03.01 Grievances involving the same act or same issues may be consolidated in one 10 
proceeding provided the grievances have been processed through the grievance 11 
procedure by the time an arbitrator has been selected. 12 

 13 
13.03.02 When a request has been made for arbitration the employee or the Union shall, 14 

within fifteen (15) days of the appeal, request the WERC to appoint an arbitrator 15 
from its staff.  The appointed person shall act as arbitrator. 16 

 17 
13.03.03 The arbitrator shall schedule a hearing, hear evidence and give a decision. 18 

 19 
13.03.04 It is understood that the function of this arbitrator shall be to provide a final and 20 

binding decision as to the interpretation and application of specific terms of this 21 
Agreement. The arbitrator shall not have the power, without specific written 22 
consent of the parties, to either advise on salary adjustments, except the improper 23 
application thereof, or to issue any opinions that would have the parties add to, 24 
subtract from, modify or amend any term of this Agreement. 25 

 26 
13.03.05 Each party shall bear the expenses of its representatives and witnesses.  The fees 27 

and expenses of the arbitrator shall be shared equally by the parties. 28 
 29 

13.03.06 Decisions rendered at Steps One, Two and Three of the grievance procedure will 30 
be transmitted to the grievant and the Unit Vice President. 31 

 32 
13.03.07 The forms used shall be mutually agreed upon by the Employer and the Union.  33 

Current forms shall be used until new forms are adopted. 34 
 35 

13.03.08 By mutual agreement of the parties, a transcript of all arbitration proceedings 36 
shall be taken by a court reporter and the cost of the reporter and/or transcript, if 37 
any, shall be shared by the parties.  38
