The regular meeting of the School Board of the Oregon School District was 

called to order by Dr. Busler, Superintendent at 6:33 PM in the Rome Corners 

Intermediate School in the Village of Oregon, Dane County, Wisconsin.  Upon roll 

call, the following board members were present: Mr. Andersen, Dr. Farrar, Mr. 

Kornetzke, Ms. Odorico, Mr. Trgo and Mr. Zach.  The following board members were 

absent: Mrs. Atkinson.   Administrators present:  Dr. Busler, Mr. Weiland, Mr.
