Database Specialist
Until the 2008-09 school year, Oregon had added additional work time for Mr. Chris Brown, Database Specialist,
for projects with McFarland School District. For the 2008-09 fiscal year, Mr. Brown is employed full time with
Oregon School District; however, 40% of his total costs were billed back to McFarland School District. This
unique arrangement allowed McFarland to obtain a needed skill set for database development while also providing
additional income to one of our valued staff members at no additional cost to Oregon School District.

For the 2009-10 school year, McFarland would like to continue to contract with Mr. Brown for the .40 FTE or 2
days per week. This is viewed as a win-win relationship since many of the applications Mr. Brown develops for
one district are easily modified and deployed to the other school district. It is also noteworthy to share that Mr.
Brown’s summer school registration application brought in an additional $8,000 in revenue to Oregon School
District from the Waunakee and Stoughton School Districts during the 2008-09 school year. This fee
($4,000/district) is a yearly fee for Oregon to host the summer school registration system and should therefore
continue into the future. We are also looking to recruit other school districts to utilize Mr. Brown’s applications in a
“consortium” model that hopefully will continue to defray employment costs. The attached 66.0301 shared
services agreement provides the framework for the relationship between the two districts.

Director of Maintenance

In the 2007-08 school year during the discussions with McFarland School District regarding the services of Chris
Brown, the Oregon Business Manager and McFarland Director of Business Technology discovered another area
where we may be able to help each other. McFarland had a gentleman who was hired several years ago away from
North American Heating to serve as their Buildings and Grounds Director. Mr. Baier was the 2006 receipient of
the Wisconsin Association of School Business Official’s Facility Manager of the Year Award. He has a valuable
skill set that includes the installation and maintenance of Andover Control Systems. This is the same control
system that Oregon began slowly moving to about three years ago with excellent success. We have full
installations of the system at the Oregon Middle School, Oregon Pool and partial installations at Oregon High
School and Netherwood Knoll Elementary School. In addition, the entire access control system (POG) for the
school district is now operated on the Andover control system.

In the Business Manager’s opinion, Mr. Baier’s presence in the Oregon School District has been a great success.
Mr. Baier has spent considerable time addressing persistent leaking roofs with excellent results. He has been able

to continue to reduce our energy usage in district buildings while improving comfort during operational times. In
addition, he has been able to indentify and repaired HVAC and building envelope system weaknesses that have in
the past created comfort issues. Mr. Baier’s knowledge in the maintenance of buildings has been an excellent
addition to the Oregon School District this last year. The Oregon School Business Manager and McFarland
Director of Business and Technology would like to equalize the time Mr. Baier spends between the two districts
for the 2009-10 school year (50% - 50%). Oregon School District would like the additional time to further the
projects that Mr. Baier has started during the last fiscal year.

In order to fund this arrangement, the District reduced one weekend custodian position that was not filled at the end
of the 2007-08 school year. The savings of not filling this position resulted in approximately $56,000. The cost of
employing Mr. Baier at 50% for the 2009-10 school year is estimated to cost approximately $54,084. In addition,
the Business Manager is preliminarily planning to reduce the utility budgets of the district by at least $25,000 for
the 2009-10 school year from the prior year as a direct result of Mr. Baier’s efforts.

The attached 66.0301 shared services agreement provides the framework for the relationship between the two
districts. Both agreements are for the 2009-10 school year. The arrangements will be reviewed at the end of the
school year to determine if they should be continued or if any adjustments need to be made.

SUMMARY AND RECOMMENDATION:
It is recommended that the Board of Education approve the attached 66.0301 shared services agreements for
the Database Specialist and Director of Maintenance/Physical Plant.

BOARD POLICY OR STATUTORY REFERENCE:

SUPPORTING DATA:

It has been the practice of the Oregon School District and many other school districts in the State of
Wisconsin to revise the current year budget in the last weeks of the fiscal year. The reason for this is
because there is a requirement that no general functional area within the school accounting system can
have expenses higher than the approved budget. Because of changes that occur during the school fiscal
year, expenditures rarely exactly equal the budget in these broad accounting areas. Some of the reasons
for this are:

. Sites/Departments make spending decisions that differ from their original budget plans. Their
actions do not increase the overall size of their budget. The funds are just spent differently then
they originally had planned.

. Grants are received or revised after the budget is adopted (example: Focus on Energy Funding)

. Uncontrollable expenses occur occasionally

. The District does something financially that it had not planned when the budget was originally
adopted

. Additional revenues are obtained during the year that require expenses (ex. restricted donations).

. Contingency dollars are reallocated by the Board of Education. Contingency funds are budgeted in

one general functional area within the budget (290000 function) and spent in the functional area
that the need pertains to.
. Staffing changes mid year change expenditure levels.

While this is not a comprehensive list of all the reasons that budgets change, it does highlight some of the
major reasons. It is important to note that although the business office does its best to project final
expenditure levels; we sometimes underestimate certain functional areas. This is because there are still
almost two weeks of expenses that are unknown at the time the business office does the final estimate.

The penalty for over-exceeding the budget in a certain functional area is minimal. The financial
statements will list the original budget that is approved in October as one measurement as to how well the
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school projects its budget from the beginning of the year. In addition to the “Original” budget, the audit
does list the “Final” budget as well. The figures included with this agenda item would be listed as the
“Final” budget column of the audit if they are approved.

The Business Manager will present the expenditure projections to the Board of Education on Monday and
be available for any questions the Board or public may have on the revised 2008-2009 budget. If
approved, the Business Office is required to provide a legal notice of the adopted budget changes.

The proposed adjusted budget fund summary shows a general fund reduction of fund balance of $275,669
the same as it was approved in the original budget back in October. This is a conservative estimate at this
time. Itis very realistic that the reduction could be less than currently projected. The business office
spreads excess funds over several functions in order to try to not exceed the budget in any one area.

SUMMARY AND RECOMMENDATION:
It is recommended that the Board of Education approve the revised 2008-09 budget as presented.
